For large 
spills, dike and contain the free liquid. Use absorbant material to solidify spill and 
then place in UN specification drums for disposal. 

Waste Disposal Method 

30-40 volume developer products are ignitable (0001) RCRA hazardous wastes when 
intended for disposal. Physical and/or chemical deactivation/degredation is the 
required method of treatment and disposal. 

Precautions to be Taken in Handling and Storage 

Do not use or store ~vith near fuels t sol vents, or other organic materials. Avoid iron, 
zinc, and reducing agents. Store in a cool place away from direct sunlight. Keep out of 
reach of children.
